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YouVersion 
I am a big fan of YouVersion.  If you have a computer, smart phone or any other device that can download off  the 
internet, then you just need to get it.  YouVersion is an electronic Bible App.  Since its release, it has remained in 
the top fi ve downloaded apps in the world in the reference category.  They off er online access to a huge amount 
of diff erent Bible translations: 209 versions in 75 languages.  And here is the kicker.  This thing is absolutely free.  In 
addition, you get over 75 diff erent Bible Reading plans to choose from, including, if you desire, email reminders to 
help you keep up with your reading.  You can share your reading through Twitter and Facebook right out of the app.  
If that wasn’t enough, YouVersion can read the Bible to you in many of the versions in diff erent languages from your 
computer or other appropriate devices.  I sometimes go for a walk and listen to the Bible being read to me off  my 
phone.  Oh, and did I mention this?  It is absolutely free!  So check it out at www.youversion.com.
