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WE ORIENT OUR LIVES AROUND 

WHAT WE WORSHIP
When worship is oriented around anything other than God it is idolatry.

21 Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22 You worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23 But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to worship him. 24 God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.”

TRUE WORSHIPERS WILL WORSHIP

Exodus 20:3 (p. 70)
The Hebrew word for worship means . . . “to fall or to prostrate yourself before someone, touching your forehead to the earth.”

The NT Gk word Proskuneo . . . “to kiss toward or to kiss the hand” the word used in John 4

The NT Gk word Latreuo . . . “to give or pay homage”
