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THE FEEDING OF THE 5,000

(This is the only miracle, other than Jesus’ resurrection, that is found in all four Gospels.
(This is the most massive miracle . . . 5,000 men plus women and children participate and witness it.  Some estimate 10,000 to 25,000 people are involved.
(This is a creative miracle.  We have restorative miracles (blind now see, lame walk etc).  We have transformative miracles (water to wine).  
HOW CAN I FIND PERSONAL, PERMANENT SATISFACTION?

1.  GO DEEPER:
A huge crowd kept following him wherever he went, because they saw his miraculous signs as he 
healed the sick.
John 6:2

 Jesus replied, “I tell you the truth, you want to be with me because I fed you, not because you understood the miraculous signs.  But don’t be so concerned about perishable things like food.

2.  GO HIGHER:
