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THE BREAD MAN

John 6:22-71 (p. 983)
 Jesus performed many other signs in the presence of his disciples, which are not recorded in this book. But these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in his name.
John 20:30-31 (p. 1001)
THE SEVEN “I AM” STATEMENTS IN JOHN:
I am the bread of life. (6:35)
I am the light of the world.  (8:12)
I am the gate. (10:7)
I am the good shepherd. (10:11)
I am the resurrection and the life.  (11:25)
I am the way and the truth and the life. (14:6)
“I am the bread of life.”
So the hungry and thirsty person who comes to Jesus finds his hunger satisfied and his thirst quenched.  This does not mean that there is no need for continued dependence on him, for continued feeding upon him.  It does mean that there is no longer that core emptiness that the initial encounter with Jesus has met.
