 REVELATION:
The action of God whereby he reveals himself and his will to others.  We could not know these things if God did not choose to actively reveal it.


However, as it is written: “No eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived what God has prepared for those who love him” – but God has revealed it to us by his Spirit.
1 Corinthians 2:9-10

 INSPIRATION:

When Spirit-moved men wrote God-breathed words that were divinely authoritative for Christian faith and practice.  It is the product that is inspired and not the writers themselves.

 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the servant of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.

 PRESERVATION:
The act of God whereby he protects Scriptures
from both internal corruption and external destruction.

 CANONIZATION:The process by which books were recognized and collected 
to form our 66 book Bible.



 REPLICATION:
The copying of the inspired writings.




 IDENTIFICATION:The identification of the exact reading of the text of Scripture.



 TRANSLATION:
Translating the Bible into a receptor language.

 INTERPRETATION:The science of understanding the message of the Bible.
