What Motivates You? 
 
• Boomerang Motivation: 

 
“I act so I can get.” 

 
Though the fig tree does not bud and there are no grapes on the vines, 

though the olive crop fails and the fields produce no food, 
though there are no sheep in the pen and no cattle in the stalls, 

yet I will rejoice in the LORD, I will be joyful in God my Savior.

interests but each of you to the interests of the others.  5 In your 
relationships with one another, have the same mindset as Christ 
Jesus: . . . he humbled himself by becoming obedient to death— 

even death on a cross!

• LOVE THOSE WHO ARE DIFFERENT: 

Scripture foresaw that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, and 
announced the gospel in advance to Abraham: “All nations will be
